Cold Weather Alert: Carbon Monoxide poisoning?

With winter tightening its grip on the cold-weather regions of the country, people are turning up the heat
- and their risk of Carbon Monoxide poisoning. It's more common, and deadly, than you may think.
According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, Carbon Monoxide Poisoning sends about
20,000 people to the hospital each year. Some recover completely, some survive with permanent brain
damage, and about 430 die from the deadly fumes.

While Carbon Monoxide poisoning can happen any time of the year, January and February are two the
deadliest months. Here are four things to know and do.

What is carbon monoxide poisoning?

Poisoning happens when a person or animal breathes in carbon monoxide fumes that then build up in the
bloodstream and crowd out the oxygen cells need to function - causing a type of suffocation.

How carbon monoxide gas gets into your home

Carbon monoxide is produced from burning fuel such as gas, oil, coal, and wood in generators, gas ranges,
furnaces, water heaters, and fireplaces.

e Venting systems that are improperly adjusted or installed, or that are old, unsound, damaged, or
blocked (such as from debris in a chimney or vent from leaves or birds’ nests) are the most
common ways this deadly gas seeps into your home.

e Snow and ice can block furnace vents and intake pipes, causing the gas to build up inside of your
house.

e Using a camp stove indoors or in a poorly ventilated area is particularly dangerous as there is no
way to vent the fumes outside.

e Warming up a car in an attached garage can create dangerous levels of carbon monoxide very
quickly. Always open the garage door if you do so. Even that’s not entirely safe; carbon monoxide
can still seep into your home even when you have the garage door open.

What are the symptoms of carbon monoxide poisoning?

Carbon monoxide poisoning is particularly dangerous because the gas cannot be seen or heard and has no
odor, so the only clues are the physical symptoms that inhaling the gas causes. They can be as simple as
weakness, nausea, headache, confusion, drowsiness, and chest pain, and are easily confused with flu
symptoms or food poisoning. If you suspect carbon monoxide poisoning remove everyone from the
structure and call the Poison Control Center (800.222.1222) or 911.

How to recognize the presence of carbon monoxide in your home

An inexpensive carbon monoxide detector (many are available online for under $35) can save your life.
Experts suggest installing one by each bedroom. Other key locations include in your basement or cellar if
that is where your furnace and hot water heaters are. If you have a gas-powered clothes dryer, place a
detector next to it as well. This simple action can help ensure your safety and that of your family.

HELPFUL HINTS ABOUT LIVING IN THE HOMES

PLUMBING: DO NOT FLUSH FLUSHABLE WIPES. The pipes in our homes are over 70 years old.
They do not have the capacity to wash away any other material. Do not flush baby wipes, feminine
hygiene products, diapers, paper towels, Q tips, etc. The sink and tub drains are only for water disposal.
Do not force items down the drains. If maintenance finds these items consistently causing a backup in
your pipes you may be charged for the repair.

PARKING: The Homes does not have assigned parking. Please be considerate of your neighbors and
their parking needs. Try not to park in a spot that is normally used by your neighbor. If you have guest,
have them park in the overflow lots. NEVER PARK IN YARDS OR COMMON GROUND.

YARDS & PORCHES: Please take the time to clean up/organize your yard and porch. The size of our
porches do not allow for you to keep many items on them before they start to look cluttered and messy.
If you do not have a shed an affordable alternative is to store your items in a deck or patio box. They
range in cost from $30 to $100 and can be purchased on-line or at your local discount store. ltems that
should not be on your porch: appliances, boxes, buckets, mops, paint containers or any other "non
outdoor" items. The office offers free paint for your porch railings.

SPEEDING. The speed limitin The Homes, Inc. is 20 mph. It only takes a few seconds for a distracted
child to dart out in the road. Please be aware and safe while driving.

AUTOMOBILE REPAIR. It is against the rules to work on your vehicle in The Homes. If your vehicle
needs repair, then you will have to take your vehicle out of the neighborhood or take your vehicle to a
mechanic. Unless you are changing a flat tire, you should NEVER put your vehicle on a jack in the
Homes.

Having too many clothes, boxes, or
general clutter in your utility area can be a fire hazard. Please keep yourself and your neighbors safe
and keep your utility areas clean. DO NOT PILE CLOTHES OR OTHER ITEMS ON TOP OF THE
WATER HEATER OR FLU AREA.

NOISE. Please be mindful of the level of noise you create. It is our responsibility to keep the sound we
make to a reasonable level, so we are not disturbing our neighbors. Sometimes, simply communicating
with your neighbors and working out an understanding can resolve this and many other problems.
