We will be installing carbon monoxide detectors in the kitchen near the utility room. You agree to
maintain the carbon monoxide detectors and replace the batteries as necessary for as long as you occupy
the unit

If we do not have a key to your unit, you must provide a key to the office. This is part of the rules and
regulations of The Homes, Inc. If you prefer to be home or if you have a dog, please contact the Office to
make arrangements. As in the past - we will enter your Unit to check:

. Furnace:
We ask that your utility room be clean and free of debris. If Maintenance has to move items in the utility
room to gain access, you will be charged $30.

J Smoke Detectors:
If you do not have a working smoke detector - we will install one. (Two-story Units require 2 smoke
detectors). The charge for this is $8 per smoke detector and $2 for batteries.

o Outside Water:

All outside water will be turned off. The outside spigot will be left open so the pipes do not freeze during
the Winter. (Please be mindful of this if you turn the water back on.) If you turn the water back on and
damage is incurred to the plumbing, you will be responsible for damages.

o Unit Inspection:
Conduct routine overall interior inspection of your unit.
